Meeting called to order by Chairman Skinner.

Commissioners considered the following additionthtbagenda: Set next meeting date, Sign
Ordinance, Nuisance Violation Update and SpringrTdvotion by Marko, seconded by Zierke
to approve additions to agenda as listed. Motasspd unanimously.

Commissioners reviewed the minutes of 12-04-07 tidvidoy Zierke, seconded by Marko to
approve the 12-04-06 minutes as presented. Mptssed unanimously.

Administrator Don Solga reviewed the plans of FRegion Cooperative to participate in a tax
increment financing district, TIF 7, to developasgstation, a convenience store and fast food
restaurant at 120 N Broadway.

Commissioners discussed the Comprehensive Plaiveeta the proposal. Commissioners
referenced the plans to redevelop the area incltitecelocation of the propane tank; however
this relocation does not appear to be includedii;ygroject. Administrator Solga said that Park
Region Cooperative Manager would like to relochteggropane tank, but it is not possible to
accomplish the relocation at this time. Commissisrdiscussed possible screening — shrubs,
bushes or fencing.

Commissioners said they thought the developmeagppsopriate to the zone. Itis a good
location for the businesses.

Motion by Marko, seconded by Ballard to introdulee following resolution, entitled
RESOLUTION OF THE PELICAN RAPIDS PLANNING COMMISSIOFINDING THE
PROPOSAL TO ESTABLISH TAX INCREMENT FINANCING DISTRT NO. 7 “C-
STORE”, LOCATED WITHIN MUNICIPAL DEVELOPMENT DISTRCT NO. 2 AND
PROPOSAL FOR APPROVAL AND ADOPTION OF THE TAX INCREENT FINANCING
PLAN RELATING THERETO TO BE CONSISTENT WITH THE CORREHENSIVE PLAN
FOR THE CITY. Motion passed unanimously and resofutleclared duly adopted.

The Planning Commission would like to see Park B@@ooperative mask or screen the
propane tank.

Administrator Solga reviewed the Zoning Ordinandecl defines annexed property to be
classified as agricultural. After the Compreheadttan was developed in 2004, there is no
longer any agricultural property in the City. Comsioners discussed ordinance change that
permits the Planning Commission to designate newhexed property in the City of Pelican
with the criteria that the zone will be most appraie with property abutting it.

Motion by Zierke, seconded by Marko to recommena@m@endment to the Zoning Ordinance
that zoning of newly annexed property will be detered by the Planning Commission to be
appropriate to adjacent property at time of anneraMotion passed unanimously.

59 South,
the property will be classified as commercial. Motpassed unanimously.

Administrator Solga reviewed League of MinnesotieGirecommendations for changes to the
sign ordinance. Commissioners will review mateSalga will distribute and consider the
revisions at a later meeting of the Planning Corsiors

Administrator Solga reviewed that in 2005 thereen&25 public nuisance violations cited.
About half of those properties corrected the pnobile 30 days. Approximately twelve
properties from the 2005 Spring tour were issuestiemeanor citations in efforts to bring the
properties into compliance. The 2006 Spring tesutted in approximately 50 letters to
property owners with code violations. City Attoyngeff Skonseng recommends a revision of
the ordinance regarding debris.

Two property owners identified during the 2005 8griour are required to have their properties
in compliance by August and September, 2007.1 thal properties owned by the individual
owners are not in compliance, then the propertyaswgoes directly to a sentencing hearing for
the violations. In Spring 2007 Solga plans to tallproperty owners identified with public
nuisances in Spring 2006 that are still noncompkend try to obtain compliance through
education rather than proceed directly to the lpgatess.

Spring Tour could be accomplished using three or éity pickups because the city no longer
has a city bus. The next meeting of the Planniogn@ission will be Monday, 05-21-07 at 5:00
p.m. in Council Chambers. The Spring Tour willealee accomplished at this time.

Our
shore land ordinance states the impervious sudblss not exceed 25% of the lot area. We
may want to look at this for residential zone ar&le reason for this is to keep heavy rains on



your own property and not all on the neighbor’sgamby. After some discussion Don explained
he would get more clarification on this ordinancethe next meeting. One question
Commissioners were concerned about was does threstnacture count or is it just outside of
the buildings.

Administrator Don Solga reviewed the proceduresfming planning commission tours. We
currently do not have a City bus and so we neetisttuss our options: talk to Fire Chief Trevor
Steeves about using the Fireman’s bus, use foyn€liicles taking different areas of town or
commissioners could take time to ride around witm o just write the notes. Peterson, Zierke
and Marko all said they could pass on the tourlanBon find the properties. Digital pictures
will be taken this year of violations on the dag thtters are sent. Judy Marko commented that
the backs of businesses need to be looked atehis People have commented to her on them.
She also commented on the green house locatedeat Borthern road to be cleaned up.
Commissioner Peterson explained the yard has Heaned up by sentence to serve and they are
in the process of tearing it down. Junk cars laee#l violation. Don will be doing the tour over
the next week and if you want to ride along let lkimow. We currently have two property
owners Roger Schleske and Jack Grabarkewitz whe agreements with the courts to have
their properties cleaned up.

In 801.03 of Section 7, our ordinance says autoladimdies and we need to add and/or
automobile parts and remove rats, rodents and sriek®a that section. Don explained he would
like to add another area to the ordinance of actaton of stuff. Number 15 would involve
vermin.

Motion by Mel Zierke, seconded by Judy Marko recaanaiing adding to Section 7, 801.03 the
words “and/or automobile parts”.  Motion passednimously.

Commissioners questioned if people have snakesemain in their yard are they out of
compliance? They also discussed wood piles, chkad roosters and how they are not against
code.

Motion by Doug Bruggeman, seconded by Mel Zierkestoove “in a manner conducive to the
harboring of rats, mice, snakes or vermin, or #rkrgrowth of vegetation among the items so
accumulated, or in a manner creating fire, healtbafety hazards from such accumulation” to

801.03 of Section 7 and to add Section 15 to irehinis wording. Motion passed unanimously.

Administrator Don Solga reviewed the Zoning Ordicewhich defines annexed property to be
classified as agricultural. At the 03-05-07 megtithhe planning commission motioned to
recommend changing the ordinance to remove theergfe to agricultural land and to add
language that states the planning commission wiknine appropriate zoning at time of
annexation. After having attorneys draw up a nesinance, the City Council reviewed change
and has asked planning commission to see if @alyr necessary to go through all of this
wording. If we change this we may need to charigerareas of the ordinance. Currently we
make it agricultural and then it can be changeglbgning commission after it is annexed. Don
suggested that the planning commission leave ttheamce as is.

Motion by Mel Zierke, seconded by Kevin Ballardéave Annexation Ordinance as is. Motion
passed unanimously.

Currently the City of Pelican Rapids has no ordagaon buildings 120 square feet or less. (The
State of Minnesota does not require a building ptefion buildings 120 square feet or less.)
Discussed if we need to control structures in towrhuilding is over 120 square feet then the



building code controls structures. We can loo#a@hg a moratorium for up to a year to stop
any building being put up in Pelican Rapids. We/meed to look at how many buildings can
be allowed on a lot. Currently residents may hesvenany buildings smaller than 120 square
feet as they want. Don said if this was somethimgmissioners want to look at he will have it
placed on the agenda for City Council. Discuss@opsng the moratorium and recommending
to the council to get the ball rolling on what we going to do. Commissioners questioned if
we could add this area to building official. Weneat down with the building official and word
ordinance to give requirements. Commissionersmecend that the City Council have
Administrator Don Solga discuss matter with buitdofficial and state what a storage building
should look like. Don will email information out tmmmissioners and then he will bring it to
Council.

Commissioners considered structure control of Imgisl of 120 sqg. ft. and smaller. At present
time, the City does not require building permitstfas size building. Administrator Solga said

he has provided commissioners with some sampl@andes from other communities. Other
communities primarily have requirements regardiaemht of building, matching roof and siding

of main structure. Building officials have recommled that Pelican Rapids address exterior
finishes on buildings. Commissioners said the @dgs need to address accessory buildings and
should require building permits for all buildings.

Sharon Mondt asked what the concern is and whssig that Commissioners want to control?

“What's in the best interest of the community agheole is the work of the Planning
Commission,” said Administrator Don Solga.



Sharon Mondt said her goal is to have her storagdibg match her house with siding and
shingles, and she intends to complete it withir feaeks, well within the six months time frame
for a building permit. She needs to move the lngd location and that may delay her.

“Ultimately we want the community to look nice,”ida&Chairman Dan Skinner.

“I think about how to write the guidelines to all@stick built structure to match the house and
still allow a metal building,” said Administratooa. “However, blue tarp roofs should not be
allowed,” he continued.

Commissioner Zierke agreed with Commissioner Peteasid would like to bring the small (120
sqg. ft. and smaller) storage building issue unkdercontrol of the building permit process.

Administrator Solga offered to revise the ordinatwenclude the smaller storage building for
the commissioners to review. He asked if the lgs had to be wood or could it be metal or
plastic? Commissioners said that if the buildirgsveommercially built, and it is installed
according to building requirements, that would kayo “We’re trying to stay away from
buildings pieced together,” Peterson said.

Residents have been asking Administrator Solgatadqmen fires in a fire pit for recreational
purposes. Solga said he would like to change tti@@nce if commissioners agree.
Commissioners agreed it would be good to permimth@eterson said he thinks it should be
restricted to commercially manufactured wood bugrappliances.

Administrator Solga said he would put somethingetbgr for the Planning Commission’s
review on Monday, 08-27-07, 5:00 p.m. Commissideterson will review the examples and
offer comments.

Commissioners discussed if a construction moratoon small buildings was needed, or if
action in four weeks would be sufficient. Motion Beterson, seconded by Zierke to
recommend to the City Council to establish a caresion moratorium for six months on
buildings 120 sq. ft. and smaller, to conduct agtabout bringing the structures under the
building permit process. Motion passed unanimously.
